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Campus Survey
 

Every college and university campus is unique.  This survey is intended to help you to become more familiar with the needs and perspectives of the campus you serve or will serve. 

 

I.    Information Gleaned From Official Campus Sources
 

A.  Visit the Student Affairs Office or the Office of Student Organizations and learn how to register a Lutheran student organization and how to reserve rooms for on-campus meetings.
 

B.   Visit the Office of the Registrar and obtain demographic information regarding the student population.  This may include percentage of students by regions of the United States and percentage of international students.  Does it track students by religious preference?  [Also see II. B. below.]
 

C.   Visit the Office of the Dean of Students to understand what it sees as critical needs of students.
 

D.  Contact the Director of Residence Life to discover if there is a referral process for students with religious needs and what policies govern access to residence halls. 

E.   Visit with Counseling Center staff to better understand student problems and policies regarding mutual referral.
 

F.   Discover if and how student religious organizations interact with Student Government.
 

G.   Visit the International Student Office to develop a basic understanding of its functions.
 

Ask any/all of the above for copies of any informational literature.
 

II.  Information Gleaned From Other Sources
 

A.  Find out if there is a Council of Religious Advisors, Coalition of Religious Centers, or some other grouping of campus religious workers and/or ministries.  If so, when and where do they meet?  What is the official relationship between campus religious workers and the college or university?  What ministries are not members of this group?  Why?
 

B.   Is there a way to discover the religious background of students, such as a religious preference card?  If so, how does that information flow from the college or university to campus ministries?
 

C.   If the college or university you serve is a private institution, does it have a Director of Religious Life or a College Chaplain?  What does the institution require of other campus religious workers?
 

D.  What faculty and/or staff members at your congregation might be willing to serve as campus ministry advisors?
 

E.   If there are any Lutheran students who currently attend your congregation/ministry, what do they say are the current needs for ministry on their campus?
